For today’s lab, you are to write a program that reads input from a file. The input is a series of integers. Your program should read all the numbers in (right up till the end of file (eof)), then output a count of the numbers in the file, the average, the largest number and the smallest number.  

The output from running the program with this file should look like:


There were 14 numbers in the file.

Largest number is 2350

Smallest number is -684

Average is 441.91

You must create an input file and store some numbers in it. Test your program on your own numbers.
