Character Input/Output

In this lab you are to write a program that will read information from a file, format that information, then write it out to the screen and to another file.

The input file contains multiple lines of text with several blank lines and leading spaces on some of the lines. You need to write a program to remove the redundant blank lines and the leading spaces. You should also output the line number at the front of the line followed by a colon. You should also capitalize the first letter.

For example, if the input is:

deck the halls with bought of holly, 

      fa la la la la la, la la la la. 

    tis the season to by jolly, 

  fa la la la la la, la la la la.

The output should be:

  1: Deck the halls with bought of holly,

  2: Fa la la la la la, la la la la.

  3: Tis the season to by jolly,

  4: Fa la la la la la, la la la la.

  5:

The output should be displayed both onto the screen and to an output file called “out.txt”.

Your program will be graded on how it works on your test file and some of my own data files.
