Lab 6: While Loops

The objective of this lab is for you to get some hands-on experience with while loops. 

Write a complete C++ program that allows the user the ability to input from the keyboard an unknown number of integer values one at a time. When the user enters the value –999, you are to terminate the program printing each of the following:

1. The sum of all integers input.

2. The average of all the integers input.

3. The largest integer of all the integers input.

Your output should look something like the following (user input is shown in bold):


This program calculates the sum, average and the largest of some inputted numbers.

Please enter a number: 6
Please enter a number: 3
Please enter a number: 9
Please enter a number: 49
Please enter a number: -999
The sum of your numbers is: 67

The average of your numbers is: 16.75

The largest number that you entered is: 49

The average should be a float formatted to just two decimal places. 

When writing your program make sure that you do not include –999 in your calculations. Also, check your results for when the user enters no numbers, just –999.
